An excursion to the Australia Walkabout Wildlife 
Park has been planned for the students in Team 
2. We will be visiting this venue on Tuesday 22

nd
 

September 2009. 
 
The Australia Walkabout Wildlife Park is located 
at Calga, just south of Gosford. It is an Australian 
environmental sanctuary in the truest sense of the 
term. It is on one hundred and seventy acres of 
old growth bush. Native animals roam free 
(although the dingoes are in a secure enclosure), 
from the tiniest insects to giant emus and every-
thing in between. The students will be able to   
interact with many of these animals. 
 
Our students will be accompanied by the parkôs 
rangers who will take them through the programs 
ñDarkinjung Dreamingò and ñBush Trackerò. 
 
The excursion has been planned to complement 
work the students have done in HSIE and        
Science and Technology. 
 
The cost of the excursion will be $30.00 and this 
will cover travel by bus and entrance to the park.
